**Last ruler of the 18th dynasty (Egypt)**

Became Pharaoh at **9 years old**

Died mysteriously at **18 years old**

**Howard Carter** discovered his tomb in **1922**

Discovery of the Tomb (1922)

**Howard Carter**, a British archaeologist, found 

Tut’s tomb

**Richest archaeological find** → Gold, artifacts, 

treasures

**Mummy was in bad condition** due to poor 

preservation

**Curse of the Pharaohs** → Superstitions about 

Tut’s death

Scientific Investigations

1968 - First X-ray

X-ray revealed **a hole in Tut’s skull**

Suggested **possible murder or head injury**

2005 - CT Scan

First **detailed 3D scan** of Tut’s body

Revealed **no evidence of murder**

Possible **fracture in left leg** → Infection may 

have caused death

DNA analysis suggests **malaria & bone disease**

Theories About His Death  

1. **Murder Theory** → Blow to the 

head (DISPROVED by CT scan)  

2. **Accidental Death** → Fractured 

leg led to fatal infection  

3. **Genetic Disorder** → Due to 

inbreeding in royal families
